8 theatre residencies, 4 to 8 weeks, in 5 European countries from February to June 2018

The European Theatre Convention (ETC) launches a new initiative offering young stage directors the
possibility to join a theatre production process for a period of 4 to 8 weeks between the end of
February to June 2018. The ETC Artist Residency Programme aims to offer new perspectives and

professional artistic experience for emerging stage directors in European public theatres.

The Residency

During the residencies in an ETC member theatre the selected theatre artist will gain insight into new
working methods, discover the daily routine and structures as well as evolve their skills within the scope
of a European theatre. 8 placements as assistant directors or second assistant directors are available in
theatres in Austria, Germany, Hungary, Israel and Slovenia. In addition to that, all scholars will be
invited to present themselves at the ETC International Theatre Conference in Oslo, Norway, from 7t

to 10* June 2018, and join the networking with theatre professionals from over 20 countries.

The call is open for all emerging stage directors. There is no age restriction.

What does the scholarship offer?

- Residency in one of the theatres listed below with mentoring

- Return-flight from your hometown to the airport closest to the theatre within Europe and
countries participating in the EU programme Creative Europe

- Accommodation during the time of the residency in the city of the theatre

- Contribution to your local expenses (see details for each residency placement, subject to
the actual period of stay)

- Participation in the ETC International Theatre Conference in Oslo, Norway from 7t to 10t

June 2018, including return-flight to Oslo from your home town and accommodation in Oslo
You will be asked to arrange and cover your own health insurance for the duration of the residency.

Residency placements

1. Schauspiel Graz (Austria)

Graz is the second biggest city in Austria, situated in the south-eastern corner of the German-speaking
countries, close to Hungary and Slovenia. Schauspiel Graz is a repertoire theatre which produces around
25 productions each year in different venues. The ensemble of around 22 actors of all ages is completed
by various guests. Altogether, around 130 people work at the theatre in a vibrant atmosphere in the city as

well as in the theatre. (www.schauspielhaus-graz.com)

- Role: second assistant director and possibility to direct a short text to be staged during the
Playwright’s festival in June 2019 and performed in public spaces (texts are currently being
written by 20 international dramatists under the motto “Speak!™)

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2. Deutsches Theater Berlin (Germany)

Deutsches Theater Berlin, a theatrical institution with a permanent and highly-acclaimed ensemble, has
been making history ever since receiving that name in 1883. Its repertoire includes some 50 productions
and each season Deutsches Theater Berlin celebrates about 30 premieres. The theatre's repertoire
includes both classics and modern classics, but also works by contemporary playwrights. The productions
are regularly invited to renowned festivals and tour internationally. Once a year it plays host to the

Autorentheatertage, a two-week-long festival of contemporary drama. (http://www.deutschestheater.de/)

Badisches Staatstheater Karlsruhe is one of the largest multi-department theatres in Germany with 750
employees in opera, concert, ballet, theatre, children and youth department and citizen's stage and over
900 performances each season. Since 2011, Badisches Staatstheater Karlsruhe has been a member of the
ETC and has ever since been an active partner in various coproductions as well as in two host programs

4. Theater Magdeburg (Germany)

Theater Magdeburg is the city’s own repertoire theatre with ensembles for opera, drama and ballet as
well as a philharmonic orchestra. Altogether, around 450 people work at Theater Magdeburg and create
around 30 new productions each season. For many years, Theater Magdeburg has successfully
cooperated with various international partners such as Gdansk, Krakow, Brno, Nice, Enschede or London.
The drama department cooperates not only with Ukrainian theatres and young emerging directors, but

Including workshops,
altogether around 130 staff members work at Pesti Magyar Szinhaz Budapest. Each season 6 to 8 new
productions are created and about 220 performances are staged. Since 2013, Pesti Magyar Szinhaz
Budapest has put a special focus on audience development aiming at young audience members and

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7. Gesher Theatre Tel Aviv (Israel)

Jaffa Fest is a new platform for international performing arts, initiated by Gesher Theater Tel Aviv. Based

in the city of Jaffa, the festival aims at celebrating the cultural and religious diversity of Jaffa. During 4

weeks the festival will present more than 40 different projects. This year, Jaffa Fest’s leading theme will

be “Existing Together”. Gesher Theatre was founded in 1991 by director Yevgeny Arye and a group of

8. Slovenian National Theatre Nova Gorica (Slovenia)

Nova Gorica is a small town in West Slovenia with approximately 30.000 inhabitants and its twin city

Goricia in Italy just across the border. Slovenian National Theatre Nova Gorica is the westernmost Slavic

theatre and is one of three Slovenian theatres that produce 8 to10 performances a year. It has an

ensemble with 21 actors and altogether 74 staff members who run two stages in the most recent theatre
